1. Attendees of the meeting, in person and by telephone, introduced themselves. 

2. The Working Group approved the previously distributed notes from the November 22, 2004 meeting. 

3. Susan Sullivan of NARA reported on activities of the ICGI Electronic Records Policy Working Group (ERPWG). She said that the final Recommendation for the Effective Management of Government Information on the Internet and Other Electronic Records report is being sent to the ICGI today. A summary of public comments and responses is included. The Recommendation will go forward by December 17, 2004 to the Director of OMB and the Archivist of the United States. The Common Characteristics document will be delivered to the ICGI for their meeting on Thursday as an ERPWG report.
4. Joann McGovern of GSA reported on activities of the ICGI Content Management Working Group. She said that OMB has circulated a draft of the Web Content Standard  Recommendation to the heads of Executive Departments and Agencies and their CIOs. Comments were solicited through today. It is requested that copies not leave the agencies. 
5. Gretchen Schlag reported on activities of the E-Gov Access Working Group.  The group is reviewing their draft of a report on the nation’s “digital divide”.  It is expected to be finished by December 17. She sees no conflict with this group.
6. Eliot Christian lead discussion of the Transmittal Memo to ICGI of the CGI Working Group Recommendations for Subsection 207(d) of the E-Gov Act. The group reviewed and finalized the document. Comments addressed were on the topics of FOIA, persistent identifier migration, granularity, and anticipated program costs. Also, potential roles for DISA, GSA and GPO were discussed.
7. This was the final meeting of the CGI Working Group. The Chair thanked those who had contributed to the Recommendations being sent forward.
